British Columbia MDRD News:

In the past year, we have had four sites in Vancouver (University of British Columbia, Lions Gate Hospital, St
Paul’s Hospital and Mount St Joseph’s Hospital) go-live with the T-DOC instrument tracking system. This year,
three more sites on Vancouver Island (Victoria General Hospital, Royal Jubilee Hospital and Nanaimo General
Hospital) will also go-live with T-DOC instrument tracking. This is a very exciting time for these BC hospitals!
In the Greater Vancouver Area, there are also 2 other sites using the same instrument tracking system, Vancouver
General Hospital and Richmond Hospital. Since we have so many sites using the same system, we have formed
a Regional Committee for T-DOC users. We have found this group to be beneficial to all, since our processes are
similar and we can brainstorm, share ideas and build our network. Samantha is the co-chair of this regional
group, so feel free to reach out if you have any questions about the system.

The MDRD at the University of British Columbia Hospital has recently installed brand new instrument washers
and a cart washer. With these new washers, they have moved towards paperless record keeping and the cycle
data is directly logged into the instrument tracking system.

We would like to congratulate the 168 BC residents that have successfully taken the CMDRT exam and are
currently CSA certified. Alberta has more than 500 CMDRT certified technicians, which makes BC 2¢ in the
country.
